Our Colombian co�ee comes from COSURCA, a Cooperative of around 

1,000 farmers in the mountainous southern region of Cauca.  The 

sustainable livelihood earned from Fairtrade co�ee o�ers a sound 

alternative to the illegal trade in cocaine and opiates. It now enjoys 

support from the UN for its e�orts and commitment to drug 

eradication.  

Using revenue from Fair Trade sales COSURCA members have:

* Prevented the cultivation of more than 1,800 acres of coca (cocaine) 

and poppy and eradicated more than 500 acres of coca.  Coca often 

gains ten times the price of non fair trade co�ee.

* Retained their land and maintained organic co�ee production, rather 

than abandon their land to seek work in cities.

* Established a food security fund where families grow fruit and 

vegetables for home needs.

* Created a composting program in several communities to generate 

organic fertiliser and reduce waste
