As Australia’s leading ethical coffee company, Jasper Coffee is committed to creating positive environmental and social outcomes for the communities with which we work around the world.

We recognise that climate change is the defining issue of our time and we have decided to be the leaders in our field and make our operations carbon neutral. 
We have neutralised the greenhouse gas emissions associated with our operations and with the production of our carbon neutral certified range of products. In assessing our carbon footprint, we followed the principles and methodologies laid out in the Greenhouse Gas Protocol,
 and wherever possible have based our calculations on coefficients published by the Australian Government Department of Climate Change.
 We have accounted for every stage in our supply chain, from growing the coffee beans to sealing our packets of freshly roasted coffee, ready for delivery. 
Our greenhouse gas inventory has been audited and approved by the Carbon Reduction Institute, one of Australia’s leading independent third-party carbon certification service providers, in accordance with their best practice carbon emissions accounting methodology.

While undertaking to implement a range of innovative measures to abate, reduce or avoid as far as possible the impact of our own activities on the climate, we are also supporting those on the other side of the world to reduce theirs. We have offset 100% of our outstanding greenhouse gas emissions by purchasing and retiring verified carbon offsets generated by the Karnataka Renewable Energy Project in India. The owners of this project purchase agricultural waste products, such as rice husks, from local farmers which power a biomass generator set, supplying a reliable source of power in this rural area. This project has improved local livelihoods, reduced local air pollution and is an important step to completely replacing unsustainable coal-fired power plants. Our carbon offsets have been verified against the Voluntary Carbon Standard,
 one of the world’s leading third-party verification benchmarks, and correspond to real, permanent, verified and additional reductions in greenhouse gas emissions.
We have taken the next step in creating a sustainable future.
